Youngsters in CARABETOVCA village enriched
the book stock of their school library

We thought it was in our power to enrich the collection of books in our
school library. We talked to the teachers and to the school administration.
Although they supported our idea, funds and donations of books were
needed to implement our plan.

Our mayor donated 500 leis. After a short period the Mayoralty made a
donation of books amounting to 1600 leis. It encouraged us to become more
insistent in fundraising. We found it necessary to raise the awareness of the
villagers. We wrote announcements and posted them in different places. We
also wrote an article to the county newspaper “Business Info”. We went to
talk to different businesses. They answered our appeal as well as many other
members of our community did. The priest of our church donated books. The
mayor of Basarabeasca district, Mr. I. Plopa, who had also been informed
about our initiative, donated 500 leis for new books.

We placed a lidded jar in the school hall for money donations from
students and teachers. Everyone could see the money collected in the jar and
thus the transparency of the action was ensured.

Further on we plan to appeal to different publishing houses and ask them
to donate books for our library. As a plan for future we intend to create a
puppet theatre for children from the kindergarten and for the primary school
students.

We have understood that meeting people in person, talking to them and
explaining your intentions is the most efficient way to communicate and
convince them. The teachers and the students have changed their reserved
attitude. We have become more courageous and more insistent. Now we
know that we can solve certain problems. We have realized that we can
make things better only if we are united.

The central road in CARACUI village -
repaired thanks to youth

The central road of our village, which we use every day, needed to be repaired.
We assessed our forces, including the force to persuade, and started our
activity. We talked about our problem with our mayor and with district
authorities. The head of Hancesti District Roads Department accepted to help
us with one condition — we had to convince the local administration to clean
the outlet channels. An engineer from this Department came to our village to
examine the state of the road. In the same day, a meeting of the Local Council
took place and we, the members of “Youth Act!” team, also took part in it.
We explained the problem to the members of the Council and told them about
the actions taken by us up to that moment. The councilors promised to support
us.

Together with several colleagues of ours we started to repair the road with
our own forces: we filled up the holes with gravel and leveled the road.
However, after a few days the rains washed the gravel away and the holes in
the road opened up again. It upset us, but we didn't give up.

We launched a real informational campaign in our village. We reminded
the local and district authorities that they had promised to help. We also went
to talk to the inhabitants of our village and asked for their support. At the
beginning they were reticent to our proposals and did not believe we could
succeed. However, when they saw that our team started to repair the road,
many villagers and students joined us.

At last we managed to solve our problem. The renovation of the road in
our village was included in the 2004 community development plan and the
necessary funds were allocated.

The activity of our team was not limited only to solving the road problem.
We are actively involved in Child’s Rights promotion in our school: we inform
our peers about the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child.

The students in our school have understood that we could make a change
if we were united. Many of them want to become members of our team.

Failure did not discourage youngsters
in CASCALIA village

Our colleagues suggested us to approach the issue of students’ free time in the
school. We analyzed the situation and it came out that the free time would not
be a burden any more if we had musical equipment in the school.

We asked the mayor for a meeting. He listened to us and he liked our idea.
He promised to help us raise funds to purchase an audio system and made a
donation of 1000 leis. His gesture encouraged us. We placed announcements
all over the village. We talked to our parents, neighbors, businesses, and other
members of our community and tried to convince them that their support
would really help effectively organize the free time of children and youngsters.
At first the villagers and even some students were skeptical about our idea.
After many discussions, some of them agreed to help us.

We made an agreement with one of the businessmen. He allowed us to
organize a discotheque in a place he owned in order to raise funds for the
audio system. But afterwards he cheated us and refused to give us the money
collected at the discotheque. This failure, however, did not discourage us. We
tried other ways. Together with the school administration we organized other
fundraising activities. We succeeded in collecting 2097 leis and purchased the
audio system. Now we have the possibility to spend our free time in an
interesting and useful way.

Access to INTERNET - the objectiv
of youngsters in CETIRENI village

We decided to address the problem of Internet connection in our school in
order to facilitate the access to information and communication between
youth. At the same time we found out that our village was to be connected to
telephone and this encouraged our decision.

Because the installation of the telephone station would take time, we
decided to organize different activities during the summer in order to promote
the image of our team and to gain the trust of the community members and of
the local administration. Together with our colleagues from 8" and 9% grades
we cleaned the roads, the local park, and three water springs in our village, we
also made toys for children from the kindergarten.

The activities of our team became well known to our fellow villagers as
well as to children from the neighboring villages thanks to these extracurricular
activities and to a series of articles published in local and national newspapers.
Each member of our group involved their families, friends and neighbors in
solving different problems in our community.

In the same time our group continued to negotiate with the local
authorities in order to speed up the installation of the telephone station. Our
insistence gained results: the station was installed and the local authorities
agreed to help us with Internet connection. We succeeded to collect an
important amount of money to cover the expenses for Internet services.

Thus we have learnt to negotiate with our peers and with the adults. We
have surpassed the fear and the emotions we used to have when talking to the
adults who did not usually take us seriously. We have proved to the villagers
that we were a force able to contribute to solving community problems.

Youngsters in CHIRCA village mobilized
the school and the villagers to plant trees

In the past years people in our village have cut a lot of trees to make fire
during winter. Thus large timbered areas were deforested. We analyzed the
situation and found it necessary to mobilize the members of the community to
plant trees.

We informed the school administration and the teachers about the actions
we were going to undertake and asked for their advice and help. Some of
them supported us, others were skeptical. How could some children solve a
community problem? Some of the elder students had the same opinion.
However most of our colleagues were supportive. This encouraged us to go
and talk to the mayor and to the Local Council. The mayor advised us to
appeal to some businesspeople in our village and ask them to help in
purchasing seedlings. We called on the students and the other inhabitants of
the village to help us plant new trees in the deforested areas. Many children
answered our call: some promised to bring trees, others to plant them. We
talked to the villagers and explained them that it was for the good of all to
afforest more land. After a lot of discussion many of them supported us. In the
autumn, together with the whole village we went out to plant the trees.

We have seen that we could change the mentality of our colleagues and of
the villagers. We have succeeded to involve in our actions many colleagues
who used to be more reserved. We have become more responsible and
friendly.

We did not have an audio system in our school and it was a shortcoming in
organizing school and extra-school activities for students. We considered that
we could organize our peers and even the whole community to collect the
needed amount and purchase an audio system for our school.

We discussed this problem within our group and afterwards each of us
talked to their friends, neighbors and parents. We found that most of the
students would like to have parties and soirees organized in the school
because here we felt protected and safe. Most of the parents also said they
would be glad if their children had the possibility to spend their free time
in a safe and nice place.

We talked to the mayor and to the leader of the agricultural association.
They both promised to help. The leader of the agricultural association told us
he also needed us to help him. He asked us to help the agricultural association
with collecting apples from the association’s orchard and for this he would pay
us 2000 leis. We accepted his proposal and talked about it with the school
administration and with our colleagues. They supported this initiative because
they understood that what we were doing was for the benefit of all. During 2
days we helped the agricultural association collect the apples. The association’s
leader kept his word and gave us the promised money.

We found that we could negotiate with other local businesses as well.
We went to the mill owner and told him about our collaboration with the
agricultural association. He asked us to help him work the land around the mill
and for this he would pay us 1000 leis. We also called on our parents and
other students to make contributions.

At last we raised the necessary funds and bought the audio system. Now
our dream is a reality and the activities organized in our school are interesting,
interactive and enjoyable.

Youngsters in GEAMANA village
fight with the landfill

Our community faces serious problems caused by the landfill placed in few
kilometers from the village. Our group considered it necessary to launch a
campaign to inform the inhabitants of the villages situated near the landfill
about the risks for people’s health and for the environment.

We talked to the director of the landfill and he told us that all the sanitary
norms were observed and there was no danger. He also told us that there were
no wells in the surroundings and the landfill did not pollute the phreatic waters.
But the information he provided did not square with the real facts.

The mayor of our village showed willingness to help and accompanied us in a
delegation on site. We found that the technology of depositing the waste was not
observed and because of this an awful smell was persisting even in the village. We
found seven wells in the landfill surroundings. \We asked for doctors’ advice and
they told us that the water in all the seven wells was polluted. We wrote a petition
and asked for an examination of the water in all the wells in our village and in
neighboring villages Cretoaia and Tantareni. In Tantareni, for instance, all the
135 wells were polluted. The experts prohibited using the water, but people
continued to consume it. In all the three villages a lot of people, including children,
suffer from hepatitis and other diseases. This is a consequence of water and
environment pollution. Every day many children from poor families and their
parents search for food in the landfill. They use different objects found there.

We informed the villagers, the law enforcement bodies and the medical institutions
about these facts and discussed this problem with the local and district authorities.
We informed mass media as well.

Thus we tried to prove that we care about our village and we want to have a
healthy life style. We have succeeded to convince our community members that
the existence of the landfill affects our health and the competent bodies must solve
this problem. We have become more confident in our force of persuasion.

Intrucat raul trece prin apropierea liceului nostru, nu ne-a fost greu sa observam
starea deplorabila in care se afla. Si asta, in mare parte, din cauza neglijentei
localnicilor. Raul necesita ingrijire de urgenta. Am decis sa mobilizam colegii nostri
de scoala si localnicii pentru a curata albia raului de impuritati, a strange gunoiul
de pe maluri.

Youngsters in IALOVENI save
the Isnovat River

Isnovat River goes through the town of laloveni and is a part of its history. The river
passes near our high school and it was not difficult for us to notice that it was in a
terrible condition. And this situation was caused mainly by the neglectful attitude
of the inhabitants. The river urgently needed to be taken care of and we decided
to mobilize our colleagues and the inhabitants to clean the river and its banks.
Simultaneously we thought about a campaign to raise people’s awareness about
the need to protect the environment.

We held a public opinion poll among the students and other community
members. Most of the respondents supported the initiative of the Youth Act!
Team. We identified the most polluted areas. In the process of problem analysis we
found out that most of the children living near the river suffer from different
diseases. On the river banks we found many unauthorized garbage dumps where
many children from poor families were looking for food. We talked to the Mayor of
the town about this problem and the Mayoralty provided us necessary support to
transport the garbage.

To mobilize the community members, our team made an appeal through the
district newspaper ,Ora locala” (“Local Time”) and the district radio station. At the
same time we organized a fundraising marathon in our school. During several
days, together with other students and inhabitants, we cleaned the river. We
cleaned the banks and collected the garbage thrown in the water. Now the river is
cleaner. More than that, our actions have determined the inhabitants to stop
throwing the trash in the river and in unauthorized places. The students have
understood that they should keep clean the place where they live and study. We
have organized several meetings with the students from villages placed near the
Isnovat River. We told them what we did and encouraged them to organize similar
actions.

The school in Malaiesti village is one of the biggest in the transnistrian region. understood. that we were
However till now we do not have a computer class in which we, the students, able to solve 2 problem
could work. and'we made the adults

We talked about this problem during several meetings with the school toitrust us,”
administration, with our colleagues and with the local authorities. We analyzed
different ways to solve it. Working in small groups we met several officials of our
community. When we talked to the Mayor we had the strongest emotions, but we
overcame them as soon as we understood that this problem concerned him as
well. We also talked to the director of the Agricultural Association. He was very
opened and said that he would have been glad to help us but because of the
adverse weather conditions “his pockets were empty”.

Most of the people we talked to mentioned that the problem we were trying
to solve was really important for the youngsters from Malaiesti as well as for those
from the neighboring village Cernita who were studying in our school. We met the
officials in charge with education in the region. They promised to find funds to buy
computers for us. At the beginning of the new school year the head of the district
administration assured that 3 000 US$ would be allocated for this purpose. But the
promises did not comfort us and we kept looking for donors. We found out that in
our village there were no businesses which could provide us financial support. On
the other hand, our actions made the inhabitants of our village more opened and
friendly, some of them even made donations.

The teachers have changed for the better their attitude towards us. Our
colleagues, who used to be pessimists, now look at us differently; many of them
want to become members of Youth Act! Team.

Youngsters in USTIA village succeeded
to change the villagers’ attitude

We went to the Mayor and told him about what we wanted to do. He
appreciated our intention and promised to help. In a short time some of the
villagers also started to support us. \We noticed that many of them cleaned the
territories around their houses and the roads. Some of them even came and helped
us clean the bank of the river. Now people clean their streets; they do not throw
the trash in unauthorized places. We, the members of Youth Act! Team, have
become more courageous and able to ask adults for help. We have become more
responsible. We have gained a victory by succeeding to change the attitude of our
fellow villagers.

Youngsters in VORNICENI village revived
the local park

Everyday we were passing the local park in our way to school. The park was in a
deplorable condition, but we never wondered why cattle and fowls were grazing
there, why there was almost no grass and there was no space to walk. As the
Youth Act! Team we analyzed the problems existing in our community. Arranging
the park and educating the villagers in the spirit of maintaining cleanliness in the
community was our first concern.

We developed an action plan and started to implement it. We launched an
appeal calling on the people living near the park (some of them are teachers in our
high school) not to throw garbage and not to let their cattle and fowls graze in the
park. We went and talked to each and every inhabitant. All students were
informed about the necessity to clean and arrange the park. We tried to convince
them that this was for the good of everyone because the park would give us the
possibility to spend our free time in the open air. At the beginning we were not
understood.

The issue was discussed with the village Mayor. We asked the Mayoralty to
help us dig a seepage channel. The Mayor did not understand us and refused to
help. We were surprised by his indifference, because what we were trying to do
was for the good of our community. Mayor’s attitude made us even more insistent.

We asked our colleagues to help us. During several days we collected the trash
and arranged the park. Youngsters from five villages are studying in our high
school and they all contributed.

At last, we have become a team able to analyze and solve different problems.
Although we are students from different grades, we get on well; we discovered
that we have common interests and many of us have different skills about which
we did not even think. We have become more sociable, more communicative and
more confident.
